1.6 Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2020, section 13D.02, subdivision 4, is amended to read:
1.7 Subd. 4. Notice of regular and all member sites locations. If interactive television is
1.8 used to conduct a regular, special, or emergency meeting, the public body shall provide
1.9 notice of the regular meeting location and notice of any site location where a member of

1.10  the public body will be participating in the meeting by interactive television, except for the

.11 locations of members participating pursuant to subdivision 1, paragraph (b). The timing

.12 and method of providing notice must be as described in section 13D.04.

1.13 EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment.
