Band, Minnesota Chippewa Tribe; Lower Sioux Indian Reservation; Prairie Island Sioux1.15

Indian Reservation; International Falls Northern Range; Duluth Urban Indian Community;1.17

Indian Advisory Council members shall be as provided in section 15.059. The council1.20

expires June 30, 2012 2014, or in accordance with section 3D.21, whichever is later.1.21

Sec. 2.
