Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2012, section 161.41, subdivision 1, is amended to read:
Subdivision 1. Commissioner may declare surplus. The commissioner is
authorized to declare as surplus any property acquired by the state for highway purposes;

excluding real-estate,-whieh that the commissioner determines to-be is no longer needed

or necessary for state highway purposes.

Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes 2012, section 161.41, is amended by adding a subdivision
to read:

Subd. 1a. Periodic review. (a) The commissioner shall examine all tracts or lots of

real property belonging to the state and under the control or supervision of the department

to determine whether any lands or tracts may be declared as surplus. For those lands or

tracts deemed surplus, the commissioner shall determine whether the property is suitable

for sale or some other means of disposal.

(b) The commissioner is authorized to sell or dispose of surplus tracts or lots of real

property identified under paragraph (a) following the procedures set forth in sections

161.41 to 161.442.

(c) The commissioner shall report on its findings under paragraph (a) to the house

of representatives and senate committees with jurisdiction over transportation policy

Sec. 2.
