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Minnesota Rules: Amendments and Additions

NOTICE: How to Follow State Agency Rulemaking in the State Register

The State Register is the official source, and only complete listing, for all state agency rulemaking in its various stages. State agencies are
required to publish notice of their rulemaking action in the State Register. Published every Monday, the State Register makes it easy to follow and
participate in the important rulemaking process. Approximately 80 state agencies have the authority to issue rules. Each agency is assigned specif-
ic Minnesota Rule chapter numbers. Every odd-numbered year the Minnesota Rules are published. The current 1999 set is a 13-volume bound
collection of all adopted rules in effect at the time. Supplements are published to update this set of rules. Generally speaking, proposed and adopt-
ed exempt rules do not appear in this set because of their short-term nature, but are published in the State Register.

An agency must first solicit Comments on Planned Rules or Comments on Planned Rule Amendments from the public on the subject matter
of a possible rulemaking proposal under active consideration within the agency (Minnesota Statutes §§ 14.101). It does this by publishing a notice
in the State Register at least 60 days before publication of a notice to adopt or a notice of hearing, or within 60 days of the effective date of any new
statutory grant of required rulemaking.

When rules are first drafted, state agencies publish them as Proposed Rules, along with a notice of hearing, or a notice of intent to adopt rules
without a hearing in the case of noncontroversial rules. This notice asks for comment on the rules as proposed. Proposed emergency rules and
withdrawn proposed rules are also published in the State Register. After proposed rules have gone through the comment period, and have been
rewritten into their final form, they again appear in the State Register as Adopted Rules. These final adopted rules are not printed in their entirety
in the State Register, only the changes made since their publication as Proposed Rules. To see the full rule, as adopted and in effect, a person sim-
ply needs two issues of the State Register, the issue the rule appeared in as proposed, and later as adopted. For a more detailed description of the
rulemaking process, see the most current edition of the Minnesota Guidebook to State Agency Services.

The State Register features partial and cumulative listings of rules in this section on the following schedule: issues #1-13 inclusive; issues #14-
25 inclusive; issue #26 cumulative for issues #1-26; issues #27-38 inclusive; issue #39, cumulative for issues #1-39; issues #40-51 inclusive; and
issues #1-52 (or 53 in some years), cumulative for issues #1-52 (or 53).

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Exempt Rules

Exempt rules are excluded from the normal rulemaking procedures (Minnesota Statutes § 14.386 and 14.388). They are most often of two kinds.
One kind is specifically exempted by the Legislature from rulemaking procedures, but approved for form by the Revisor of Statutes, reviewed
for legality by the Office of Administrative Hearings, and then published in the State Register. These exempt rules are effective for two years
only.

The second kind of exempt rule is one adopted where an agency for good cause finds that the rulemaking provisions of Minnesota Statutes,
Chapter 14 are unnecessary, impracticable, or contrary to the public interest. This exemption can only be used where the rules:

(1) address a serious and immediate threat to the public health, safety, or welfare, or

(2) comply with a court order or a requirement in federal law in a manner that does not allow for compliance with Minnesota Statutes

14.14-14.28, or

(3) incorporate specific changes set forth in applicable statutes when no interpretation of law is required, or

(4) make changes that do not alter the sense, meaning or effect the rules.

These exempt rules are also reviewed for form by the Revisor or Statutes, for legality by the Office of Administrative Hearings and then pub-
lished in the State Register. In addition, the Office of Administrative Hearings must determine whether the agency has provided adequate justifi-
cation for the use of this exemption. Rules adopted under clauses (1) or (2) above are effective for two years from the date of publication of the
rule in the State Register. Rules adopted, amended or repealed under clause (3) or (4) are effective upon publication in the State Register.

The Legislature may also exempt an agency from the normal rulemaking procedures and establish other procedural and substantive require-
ments unique to that exemption.

Proposed Revisions to the Occupational Safety and Health Standards and Request for Comments

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Department of Labor and Industry, Occupational Safety and Health Division (Minnesota
OSHA) proposes to adopt the following revisions to the Department of Labor and Industry, Occupational Safety and Health Rules,
as authorized under Minnesota Statutes § 182.655 (2003). This notice proposes the adoption by reference of amendments to
Occupational Safety and Health Standards that have already been proposed and adopted by the Federal Occupational Safety and
Health Administration (Federal OSHA). This notice also proposes modifications to Minnesota Rules Chapter 5207.

All interested or affected persons have 30 days from the date this notice is published in the State Register to submit, in writing,
data and views on the proposed amendments to the rule. Comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed amendments are
encouraged. Each comment should identify the portion of the proposed amendment addressed, the reason for the comment, and
any proposed change.

Any person may file with the Commissioner written objections to the proposed amendments stating the grounds for those objec-
tions and may request a public hearing. A public hearing will be held if 25 or more persons submit written requests for a public
hearing on the proposed amendments within the 30-day comment period. Requests for hearing must include the name and address
of the person submitting the request, define the reasons for the request, and discuss any proposed changes. If a public hearing is
required, the Department will proceed according to the provisions of Minnesota Statutes § 182.655 and Minnesota Rules 5210.0010
to 5210.0100.

SUMMARY OF CHANGES

The following is a brief summary of the proposed amendments. The listing of federal standards being proposed for adoption, and
the proposed revisions to Minnesota Rules Chapter 5207 follow this summary.

(A) “Respiratory Protection for M. Tuberculosis; Final Rule; Revocation.” On December 31, 2003, federal OSHA pub-
lished in the Federal Register a final rule which revoked 29 CFR 1910.139 Respiratory Protection for M. Tuberculosis. As a result,
federal OSHA will begin applying the general industry Respiratory Protection Standard for protection against the disease. While
the final rule became effective at the federal level on December 31, 2003, employers will have until June 30, 2004, to come into
compliance with the Respiratory Protection Standard 29 CFR 1910.134.

Exempt Rules

By this notice, Minnesota OSHA proposes to adopt the final rule as published in the Federal Register on December 31, 2003.

(B) “Commercial Diving Operations; Final Rule.” On February 17, 2004, federal OSHA published in the Federal Register
a final rule amending its Commercial Diving Operations (CDO) standards. The notice allows employers of recreational diving
instructors and diving guides to comply with an alternative set of requirements instead of the decompression-chamber requirements
in the current CDO standards. The final rule applies only when these employees engage in recreational diving instruction and div-
ing-guide duties; use an open-circuit, a semi-closed-circuit, or a closed-circuit self-contained underwater-breathing apparatus sup-
plied with a breathing gas that has a high percentage of oxygen mixed with nitrogen; dive to a maximum depth of 130 feet of sea
water; and remain within the no-decompression limits specified for the partial pressure of nitrogen in the breathing-gas mixture.
These alternate requirements essentially are the same as the terms of a variance granted by OSHA to Dixie Divers, Inc. in 1999.
The amendments in this rule become effective at the federal level on March 18, 2004.

By this notice, Minnesota OSHA proposes to adopt the final rule as published in the Federal Register on February 17, 2004.

(©) “Minnesota Rules: 5207.0010 Anchor Bolts; 5207.0020 Bar, Floor, and Roof Joists; and 5207.0250 Walking,
Working Surfaces, subp. 5, Roofs; Repealer.” With the adoption of federal Subpart R (Steel Erection), Minnesota Rules
5207.0010, 5207.0020, and 5207.0250, subp. 5, became unnecessary and are, therefore, being repealed.

(D) “Minnesota Rules: 5207.0300 and 5207.0301, Confined Spaces in Construction; Clarification.” Minnesota
Rules 5207.0300 and 5207.0301 are being amended to clarify the definition of a confined space.

REQUEST FOR COMMENTS on Possible Amendment to Rules Pertaining to Wells and Borings,
Minnesota Rules, Chapter 4725

Subject of Rules. The Minnesota Department of Health requests comments on its possible amendment to rules pertaining to wells
and borings. The rules establish the requirements for licensing or registration of persons who construct, repair, or seal wells; the
permit and notification requirements for construction and sealing; and the standards of construction, repair, and sealing for wells
and borings. Amendments will be proposed for most rule parts. Specific proposals will likely include rule amendments that
increase the licensing requirements for contractors while reducing their continuing education requirements, amendments that reduce
setbacks to utilities and the regulations on flowing wells and borings; and amendments that modify grouting and sealing require-
ments. Additional changes may include amending the setbacks to contamination sources, establishing standards for chemical treat-
ment and hydrofracturing, and increasing the requirements for public supply wells. These amendments are necessary to incorpo-
rate statutory changes, to clarify existing language, to update the specifications for materials, and to improve the sanitary quality
of wells and borings.

Persons Affected. The amendments to the rules would likely affect persons who construct, repair, or seal wells and borings, and
persons who own wells or borings. The amendments may indirectly affect persons who use groundwater.

Statutory Authority. Minnesota Statutes, section 1031.101, subd. 1 gives the Commissioner of Health the “powers reasonable
and necessary to effectively exercise the authority granted by this chapter.” Minnesota Statutes, section 1031.101, subd. 5 specifi-
cally directs the Commissioner to adopt rules governing licensing, design standards, reporting, and a variety of other issues relat-
ed to wells and borings.

Public Comment. Interested persons or groups may submit comments or information on these possible rules in writing until fur-
ther notice is published in the State Register that the Department intends to adopt or to withdraw the rules. The Department has dis-
cussed the proposed rule changes with the Advisory Council on Wells and Borings established under Minnesota Statutes, section
1031.105, and the Council will have the opportunity to comment on the rules.

Rules Draft. The Department is working on a draft of possible rules amendments and anticipates that the draft will be made avail-
able before publication of the Notice of Intent to Adopt Rules. Persons interested in receiving a copy of the draft rule when it
becomes available should contact Ron Thompson as directed below. E-mail is the preferred method for requesting a copy of the
rules.

Care Advocacy focuses on providing appropriate referrals to servic-
es, and unlike Comprehensive HIV Case Management, does not require care planning or coordination and follow-up on medical
treatments and social services.
