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Minnesota Rules: Amendments and Additions

NOTICE: How to Follow State Agency Rulemaking in the State Register

The Sate Register is the official source, and only complete listing, for all state agency rulemaking in its various stages. State agencies
are required to publish notice of their rulemaking action in the Sate Register. Published every Monday, the Sate Register makes it easy to
follow and participate in the important rulemaking process. Approximately 80 state agencies have the authority to issue rules. Each agency
is assigned specific Minnesota Rule chapter numbers. Every odd-numbered year the Minnesota Rules are published. The current 1999
set is a 13-volume bound collection of all adopted rules in effect at the time. Supplements are published to update this set of rules. Generally
speaking, proposed and adopted exempt rules do not appear in this set because of their short-term nature, but are published in the Sate
Register.

An agency must first solicit Comments on Planned Rules or Comments on Planned Rule Amendments from the public on the
subject matter of a possible rulemaking proposal under active consideration within the agency (Minnesota Statutes 8§ 14.101). It does this
by publishing a notice in the Sate Register at least 60 days before publication of a notice to adopt or a notice of hearing, or within 60 days
of the effective date of any new statutory grant of required rulemaking.

When rules are first drafted, state agencies publish them as Proposed Rules, along with a notice of hearing, or a notice of intent to
adopt rules without a hearing in the case of noncontroversial rules. This notice asks for comment on the rules as proposed. Proposed
emergency rules and withdrawn proposed rules are also published in the Sate Register. After proposed rules have gone through the comment
period, and have been rewritten into their final form, they again appear in the Sate Register as Adopted Rules. These fina adopted rules
are not printed in their entirety in the Sate Register, only the changes made since their publication as Proposed Rules. To see the full rule,
as adopted and in effect, a person simply needs two issues of the Sate Register, the issue the rule appeared in as proposed, and later as
adopted. For a more detailed description of the rulemaking process, see the most current edition of the Minnesota Guidebook to State
Agency Services.

The Sate Register features partial and cumulative listings of rules in this section on the following schedule: issues #1-13 inclusive; issues
#14-25 inclusive; issue #26 cumulative for issues #1-26; issues #27-38 inclusive; issue #39, cumulative for issues #1-39; issues #40-51
inclusive; and issues #1-52 (or 53 in some years), cumulative for issues #1-52 (or 53). An annua subject matter index for rules was
separately printed usually in August, but starting with Volume 19 now appears in the final issue of each volume.

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Expedited Emergency Rules

Provisions exist for the Commissioners of some state agencies to adopt expedited emergency rules when conditions exist that do
not allow the Commissioner to comply with the requirements for emergency rules. The Commissioner must submit the rule to the
attorney general for review and must publish a notice of adoption that includes a copy of the rule and the emergency conditions.
Expedited emergency rules are effective upon publication in the State Register, and may be effective up to seven days before
publication under certain emergency conditions.

Expedited emergency rules are effective for the period stated or up to 18 months. Specific Minnesota Statute citations accompany-
ing these expedited emergency rules detail the agency's rulemaking authority.

EFFECTIVE PERIOD. Minnesota Rul art 6232.3055, expires December 31, 2006. The expedited emergency amendment to
Minnesota Rules, part 6232.2800, subpart 1, expires December 31, 2006. After the emergency amendment to Minnesota Rul art
6232.2800, subpart 1, expires, the permanent rule as it read prior to the amendment again takes effect, except as it may be amended by
permanent rule.

Executive Orders

The governor has the authority to issue written statements or orders, called Executive Orders. as well as Emergency Executive
Orders. The governor's authority is specified in the Constitution of the Sate of Minnesota, Article V, and in Minnesota Satutes § 4.035.
Emergency Executive Orders, for protection from an imminent threat to health and safety, become effective immediately, are filed
with the secretary of state, and published in the State Register as soon as possible after they are issued. Other Executive Orders
become effective 15 days after publication in the State Register and filing with the secretary of state. Unless otherwise specified, an
executive order expires 90 days after the date the governor who issued the order vacates office.

Emergency Executive Order # 06-04: Declaring a State of Emergency in the State
of Minnesota

I, TIM PAWLENTY, GOVERNOR OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution
and the applicable statutes, do hereby issue this Executive Order:

WHEREAS, aheavy snow pack, rapid melt, and rainfall haveresulted in flooding in the southern reaches of the Red River of the North,
which flooding has necessitated road closures and threatened both public and private property; and

WHEREAS, additional significant rainfall in the affected areais expected in the next two weeks; and

WHEREAS, near-record flooding has been forecast for multiple locations along the length of the Red River; and

WHEREAS, itisanticipated that U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Emergency OperationsAssistance for multiple affected communities
will berequired; and

WHEREAS, dangerous flooding conditions are likely to persist in the coming weeks and these conditions have created an imminent
danger to persons and property along the Red River Valley including areasin Wilkin, Clay, Norman, Polk, Marshall and Kittson Counties;
and

WHEREAS, the Governor and other state officials have toured portions of the affected areas and discussed emergency preparation and
coordination of relief effortsfor the affected areas; and

WHEREAS, the conditions present an immediate need to activate emergency resourcesto prepare for and combat the flood conditions
and the resources of the affected local and county governments are inadeguate to meet the demands generated by the flooding conditions;
and

WHEREAS, emergency assets and personnel from the Minnesota National Guard may be needed.

NOW, THEREFORE, | hereby order that:
A peacetime emergency under Minnesota Satutes Section 12.21 exists and order that the following immediate actions occur:

1. The Department of Public Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management areto continue the activation
of the Minnesota Emergency Operations Plan, the provision of on-site support and assistance to the affected local governments, and
determine the need for supplementary disaster aid.

2. All state agencies are directed to provide the assistance necessary to help local units of government respond to and recover
from thisemergency.

3. TheAdjutant General of Minnesotawill order to state active duty on or about March 31, 2006, in the service of the State, such
personnel and equipment of the military forces of the State as required to provide assistance in preparing for the emergency and in
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Executive Orders

providing emergency relief services.

4. TheAdjutant General isauthorized to purchase, lease or contract goods or services necessary to accomplishthemission. The
cost of subsistence, transportation, fuel, pay and allowances of said individuals shall by defrayed from the general fund of the State, as
provided for in Minnesota Statutes 2002, Sections 192.49, 192.52 and 192.54.

Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 2005, 4.035, Subdivision 2, this emergency executive order shall be effective immediately and will
remain in effect until the conclusion of the emergency. The peacetime emergency can be extended by the Executive Council or the
Legislature in accordance with Minnesota Statutes 2005, Section 12.31, Subdivision 2. The portion of this order activating the National
Guard is not subject to any time limitation contained in Minnesota Statutes 2005, Chapter 12.

Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 2005, 4.035, Subdivision 2, this emergency executive order shall be effective immediately and will
remain in effect until the conclusion of the emergency. The peacetime emergency can be extended by the Executive Council or the
Legislature in accordance with Minnesota Statutes 2005, Section 12.31, Subdivision 2. The portion of this order activating the National
Guard is not subject to any time limitation contained in Minnesota Statutes 2005, Chapter 12.
