1. Petitioner is the owner of property at 2115 Stevens Avenue South in the City of Minneapolis, with Property Identification
Number 34-029-24 12 0029.

2. The subject property is land improved with an older three-story mansion used by petitioner as its clubhouse.

3. Petitioner seeks a determination by this Court that it is an institution of purely public charity and that the subject property is
exempt from taxation under Minn. Stat. § 272.02, subd. 1 (6).

4. The Court has jurisdiction over the subject matter in controversy and the parties hereto.

5. Membership in petitioner is limited to women holding a four-year college degree from an institution of higher education
accredited by the American Council on Education.

6. Members are offered continuing learning opportunities through educational programs and participation in the petitioner’s
committees and offices.

7. Members pay annual dues and are entitled to participation in all activities.
8. The general public is invited to attend all educational programs without charge.
9. The majority of the educational programs and organizational meetings and activities take place in the clubhouse.

10. The dining facilities, meeting rooms, auditorium and food service is frequently rented to outside organizations and individu-
als.

I1. Income generated from dining room charges, food service and house rentals represent over fifty percent (50%) of peti-
tioner’s annual income.

12. Income received from donations and fund raisers represent approximately one percent (1%) of petitioner’s annual income.
13. The attached Memorandum is made a part of these Findings of Fact.
Conclusions of Law

1. Petitioner does not come within the definition of an institution of purely public charity under Minn. Stat. § 272.02,
subd. 1 (6). ’

2. The subject property is not exempt from property taxes.
3. Petitioner’s request for tax exemption is denied.
