326B.982 CERTIFICATE DELIVERY; PAYMENT OF INSPECTION FEES.

Subdivision 1. Inspection certificate. After examination and tests of the boiler or pressure
vessel being inspected, the boiler inspector shall document the condition of the boiler or pressure
vessel as required by the commissioner. The inspector shall issue an inspection certificate, as
prescribed by the commissioner, to the owner or operator for the inspected boilers and pressure
vessels found to be safe and suitable for use. The inspector shall immediately notify the owner
or operator of any deficiencies found on the boilers and pressure vessels during the inspection

on a form prescribed by the commissioner.

Subd. 2. Failure to pay fee. If the owner or lessee of any boiler or pressure vessel, which
boiler or pressure vessel has been duly inspected, refuses to pay the required fee within 30 days
from the date of the invoice, the department may seal the boiler or pressure vessel until the

fee is paid.
