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103G.2251 STATE CONSERVATION EASEMENTS; WETLAND BANK CREDIT.

In greater than 80 percent areas, preservation of wetlands owned by the state or a local unit
of government, protected by a permanent conservation easement as defined under section 84C.01
and held by the board, may be eligible for wetland replacement or mitigation credits, according to
rules adopted by the board. To be eligible for credit under this section, a conservation easement
must be established after May 24, 2008, and approved by the board.
