234.24 FRAUDULENT CERTIFICATES.

An owner, the agent or servant of an owner, a member of a board, or a sealer, who
fraudulently issues or aids in fraudulently issuing a certificate for grain knowing that it contains a
false statement, is guilty of a crime. Each offense is punishable by imprisonment in the county jail
for up to one year or by a fine of up to $3,000, or both.
