94.351 ESCHEAT SUBJECT TO ENCUMBRANCE.

When any land has become the property of the state by escheat and is subject to any
encumbrance arising from taxes, assessments, or otherwise the commissioner of management
and budget, with the approval of the governor and the attorney general and for a consideration
to be determined by them, may execute in the name of the state a deed of the land to the holder

of the encumbrance.
