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221.123 EFFECT OF DEATH OF HOUSEHOLD GOODS CARRIER PERMIT HOLDER.

This section governs the transfer of a household goods carrier permit in the event of the
death of the permit holder. Within one year after the transfer of a permit of a deceased permit
holder by the deceased permit holder's personal representative, or within one year after the date
of a decree or order issued by the district court transferring the permit of a deceased permit
holder, the distributee, as defined in section 524.1-201, who received the permit shall apply to the
commissioner to have the permit transferred under the provisions of section 221.151.

If an application to transfer the permit is not filed within the time prescribed above, the
permit is revoked and the commissioner shall so notify the person who had received the permit.
