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10A.08 REPRESENTATION DISCLOSURE.
A public official who represents a client for a fee before an individual, board, commission,

or agency that has rulemaking authority in a hearing conducted under chapter 14, must disclose
the official's participation in the action to the board within 14 days after the appearance. If the
public official fails to disclose the participation within ten business days after the disclosure
required by this section was due, the board may impose a late filing fee of $5 per day, not to
exceed $100, starting on the 11th day after the disclosure was due. The board must send notice by
certified mail to a public official who fails to disclose the participation within ten business days
after the disclosure was due that the public official may be subject to a civil penalty for failure to
disclose the participation. A public official who fails to disclose the participation within seven
days after the certified mail notice was sent by the board is subject to a civil penalty imposed by
the board of up to $1,000.
