A person who is a member of the public employees police and fire retirement plan, who
was a member of the former Minneapolis Police Relief Association, and who was convicted of
a felony, is not entitled to a pension or an annuity from the public employee police and fire
retirement plan during the person's period of incarceration in a penal institution.
