609.675S EXPOSURE OF UNUSED REFRIGERATOR OR CONTAINER TO CHILDREN.

Whoever, being the owner or in possession or control, permits an unused refrigerator or other
container, sufficiently large to retain any child and with doors which fasten automatically when
closed, to be exposed and accessible to children, without removing the doors, lids, hinges, or
latches, is guilty of a misdemeanor.
