15C.10 COURT-IMPOSED LIMITATION UPON PARTICIPATION OF PRIVATE
PLAINTIFF IN ACTION.

Upon a showing by the prosecuting attorney in an action in which the prosecuting attorney
has intervened that unrestricted participation by a person under this chapter would interfere
with or unduly delay the conduct of the action, or would be repetitious, irrelevant, or solely for
harassment, the court may limit the person's participation by limiting the number of witnesses,
the length of the testimony of the witnesses, the cross-examination of witnesses by the person,
or by other measures.
