245.981 COMPULSIVE GAMBLING ANNUAL REPORT.

(a) Each year by February 15, 2014, and thereafter, the commissioner of human services
shall report to the chairs and ranking minority members of the legislative committees having
jurisdiction over compulsive gambling on the percentage of gambling revenues that come from
gamblers identified as problem gamblers, or a similarly defined term, as defined by the National
Council on Problem Gambling. The report must disaggregate the revenue by the various types
of gambling, including, but not limited to: lottery; electronic and paper pull-tabs; bingo; linked
bingo; and pari-mutuel betting.

(b) By February 15, 2013, the commissioner shall provide a preliminary update for the
report required under paragraph (a) to the chairs and ranking minority members of the legislative
committees having jurisdiction over compulsive gambling and the estimated cost of the full report.
