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370.18 RECORDS TRANSCRIBED.

All records in the office of the county recorder affecting real estate transferred under this chapter from
one county to another shall be transcribed by the county recorder of the county to which the transfer is made.
In the same manner, the county auditor shall transcribe from the auditor's office the records and documents
that the county board directs. The board of commissioners of the county to which the records are transmitted
shall pay the county recorder and the county auditor for transcribing the records. These transcribed records
shall have the same effect, for all purposes, as the originals.
