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282.013 PLACED IN AUXILIARY FOREST BY PURCHASER.

Any purchaser under the provisions of section 282.012 or this section of lands sold upon condition that
they be placed in an auxiliary forest shall furnish the county board, within six months from the date of
purchase, satisfactory proof of having complied with the provisions of section 88.48, pertaining to auxiliary
forests, and that the application thereunder, including such lands, has been finally approved, provided that
such six-month period may be extended by resolution of the county board for good cause shown for an
additional six-month period. If such proof is not so furnished, the sale shall be deemed canceled and the
purchase price or portion thereof paid shall be refunded.
