148.952 IMMUNITY.

(a) Any person, health care facility, business, or organization is immune from civil liability and criminal
prosecution for reporting in good faith to the board violations or alleged violations of the Psychology
Practice Act.

(b) Any person, health care facility, business, or organization is immune from civil liability and criminal
prosecution for cooperating with the board in good faith in the investigation of violations or alleged vi-
olations of the Psychology Practice Act.

(c) Consultants, advisors, and experts retained by the board for the investigation of alleged violations and
for the preparation, presentation, and provision of testimony pertaining to allegations, charges, or violations
of the Psychology Practice Act are immune from civil liability and criminal prosecution for any actions,
transactions, or publications made in good faith in the execution of, or relating to, their duties on behalf
of the board.

(d) Paragraphs (a) and (b) do not apply to a person whose report pertains to the person's own conduct.
