375B.10 WITHDRAWAL; ELECTION.

Upon receipt of a petition signed by ten percent of the qualified voters within the territory of the sub-
ordinate service district requesting the removal of the district, or pursuant to its own resolution, the county
board shall make arrangements for the holding of a special election within the boundaries of the service
district not less than 30 nor more than 90 days after the resolution or receipt of the petition. The question
to be submitted and voted upon by the qualified voters within the territory of the district shall be phrased
substantially as follows:

"Shall the subordinate service district presently established be removed and the service or services of
the county as provided for the service district be discontinued?"

If a majority of those voting on the question favor the removal and discontinuance of the services, the
service district shall be removed and the services shall be discontinued upon certification of the vote by the
county auditor. The county auditor shall administer the election.
