171.35 LICENSE FOR INSTRUCTOR REQUIRED.

No person shall act as an instructor after January 1, 1968, unless such person has applied for and obtained
a license from the commissioner. The commissioner shall issue or adopt rules governing the requirements
for an instructor’s license, which may include requirements concerning moral character, physical condition,
knowledge of the courses of instruction and of motor vehicle laws and safety principles and practices,
previous personnel and employment records, teaching experience and qualifications, and such other matters
as the commissioner may prescribe, but the applicant shall not be required to have qualified for a teacher's
certificate as required in the public school system.
