260C.4412 PAYMENT FOR RESIDENTIAL PLACEMENTS.

When a child is placed in a foster care group residential setting under Minnesota Rules, parts 2960.0020
to 2960.0710, foster care maintenance payments must be made on behalf of the child to cover the cost
of providing food, clothing, shelter, daily supervision, school supplies, child's personal incidentals and
supports, reasonable travel for visitation, or other transportation needs associated with the items listed. Daily
supervision in the group residential setting includes routine day-to-day direction and arrangements to ensure
the well-being and safety of the child. It may also include reasonable costs of administration and operation
of the facility.
