
281.31 FAILURE TO SERVE NOTICE TO EXTINGUISH LIEN; 1925 AND PRIOR YEARS.​

No notice of the expiration of the time of redemption upon any certificate of tax judgment sale issued​
to an actual purchaser, or upon any state assignment certificate, shall issue or be served under the provisions​
of any law in force at the time of the passage of this section after the expiration of six years from the date​
of the tax judgment sale described by any such certificate; nor shall any such certificate be recorded in the​
office of any county recorder after the expiration of seven years from the date of such sale. All such certificates​
upon which such notice of expiration of redemption shall not be issued and served, and such certificate​
recorded in the office of the proper county recorder within the times limited by this section, shall be void​
and of no force or effect for any purpose whatever, and failure to serve such notice or record such certificate​
within the time herein prescribed shall operate to extinguish the lien of the purchaser for the taxes for the​
year or years in such certificate described and appearing, anything in any other statute of this state to the​
contrary notwithstanding.​
