
306.56 FUND FOR PERPETUAL CARE OF GRAVES SET ASIDE BY COURT.​

Any court having jurisdiction of the estate of a deceased person may, before its final distribution, order​
set aside from the estate the reasonable and uniform amount determined by the governing board of the​
cemetery in which the person is interred, not to exceed $100, for the perpetual care of the lot or grave of the​
deceased. The court may direct payment of the amount to the treasurer of the permanent care and improvement​
fund of the cemetery association or other governing board having control of the cemetery where the lot is​
located.​
