
609B.263 PERSONS NOT ELIGIBLE FOR DRIVER'S LICENSES.​

A person applying for a license must, under section 171.04, subdivision 1, for 12 months consecutive​
preceding application, while holding a provisional license, have incurred no convictions for a violation of​
section 169A.20, 169A.33, 169A.35, or sections 169A.50 to 169A.53, no convictions for a crash-related​
moving violation, or not more than one conviction for a moving violation that is not crash related. "Moving​
violation" means a violation of a traffic violation but does not include a parking violation or warning citation.​

Section 171.04, subdivision 1, clauses (2) to (14), set forth further eligibility criteria, including categories​
of ineligible persons.​
