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609.606 UNLAWFUL OUSTER OR EXCLUSION.

A landlord, agent of the landlord, or person acting under the landlord's direction or control who unlawfully
and intentionally removes or excludes a tenant from lands or tenements or intentionally interrupts or causes
the interruption of electrical, heat, gas, or water services to the tenant with intent to unlawfully remove or
exclude the tenant from lands or tenements is guilty of a misdemeanor.
