
148B.593 DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION.​

(a) A person licensed under sections 148B.50 to 148B.593 may not disclose without written consent of​
the client any communication made by the client to the licensee in the course of the practice of professional​
counseling, nor may any employee of the licensee reveal the information without the consent of the employer​
or client except as provided under section 626.556 or 626.557.​

(b) For purposes of sections 148B.50 to 148B.593, the confidential relations and communications between​
the licensee and a client are placed upon the same basis as those that exist between a licensed psychologist​
and client. Nothing in sections 148B.50 to 148B.593 may be construed to require any communications to​
be disclosed except by court order.​
