
372.06 PLACE OF ELECTION; NOTICE.​

When the notice is received, every clerk shall have ten days' posted notice of the election given in each​
election district in the town, substantially in the following form: "To the legal voters of the (here insert​
specifically the election district), in the county of (here name county), Minnesota: Notice is given that a​
special election will be held at (here specify the place), in the election district, on the (here insert the time),​
to vote upon the question of changing the county seat of the county to (here designate the place)." The clerk​
shall file one copy of the notice, with proof of the posting, in the clerk's office.​
