80C.07 AMENDMENT OF REGISTRATION.

A person with a registration in effect shall, within 30 days after the occurrence of any material change
in the information on file with the commissioner, notify the commissioner in writing of the change by an
application to amend the registration accompanied by a fee of $100. The commissioner may by rule define
what shall be considered a material change for such purposes, and may determine the circumstances under
which a revised public offering statement must accompany the application. If the amendment is approved
by the commissioner, it shall become effective upon the issuance by the commissioner of an order amending
the registration.

The commissioner may withdraw an amendment application that has not become effective. If no activity
occurs with respect to the application for a period of 120 days, the commissioner may by order declare the
application withdrawn.
