
97B.1115 USE OF MECHANICAL OR ELECTRONIC ASSISTANCE TO HOLD AND DISCHARGE​
FIREARMS OR BOWS BY PHYSICALLY DISABLED.​

Notwithstanding sections 97B.035, subdivision 1, 97B.321, and 97B.701, subdivision 2, the commissioner​
may authorize a physically disabled hunter who has a verified statement of the disability from a licensed​
physician or a certified nurse practitioner or certified physician assistant acting under the direction of a​
licensed physician to use a swivel or otherwise mounted firearm or bow or any electronic or mechanical​
device to discharge a firearm or bow as long as the participant is physically present at the site.​
