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214.22 NOTICE; ACTION.

If the board has reasonable grounds to believe a regulated person infected with HIV, HBV, or HCV has
done or omitted doing any act that would be grounds for disciplinary action under section 214.20, the board
may take action after giving notice three business days before the action, or a lesser time if deemed necessary
by the board. The board may:

(1) temporarily suspend the regulated person's right to practice under section 214.21;

(2) require the regulated person to appear personally at a conference with representatives of the board
and to provide information relating to the regulated person's health or professional practice; and

(3) take any other lesser action deemed necessary by the board for the protection of the public.
