
245G.04 INITIAL SERVICES PLAN.

(a) The license holder must complete an initial services plan on the day of service initiation. The plan
must address the client's immediate health and safety concerns, identify the needs to be addressed in the first
treatment session, andmake treatment suggestions for the client during the time between intake and completion
of the individual treatment plan.

(b) The initial services plan must include a determination of whether a client is a vulnerable adult as
defined in section 626.5572, subdivision 21. An adult client of a residential program is a vulnerable adult.
An individual abuse prevention plan, according to sections 245A.65, subdivision 2, paragraph (b), and
626.557, subdivision 14, paragraph (b), is required for a client who meets the definition of vulnerable adult.
