
299C.565 MISSING PERSON REPORT.

The local law enforcement agency having jurisdiction over the location where a person has beenmissing
or was last seen has the responsibility to take a missing person report from an interested party. If this location
cannot be clearly and easily established, the local law enforcement agency having jurisdiction over the last
verified location where the missing person last resided has the responsibility to take the report. In the event
any circumstances delay a determination of which law enforcement agency has the responsibility to take a
missing person report from an interested party, the Bureau of Criminal Apprehension shall offer prompt
guidance to the agencies involved.
