469.114 AGENCIES; MEETINGS, EXPENSES.

Subdivision 1. Commissioners' authority. The powers of each agency shall be vested in the
commissioners thereof in office at any time, a majority of whom shall constitute a quorum for all purposes.
Each agency shall select a chair and a secretary from among its commissioners and shall adopt bylaws and
other rules for the conduct of its affairs as it deems appropriate. The regular meetings of an agency shall be
held in a fixed place and shall be open to the public. No commissioner shall receive compensation for
services, but shall be entitled to receive necessary expenses, including traveling expenses, incurred in the
performance of official duties.

Subd. 2. Staff services. Any municipality within the area of operation of the local redevelopment agency
may provide staff services to the agency, including providing liaison between the local agency, the
municipality and the state agency, and between the local agency and other agencies of the state whose
facilities and services may be useful to the local agency in accomplishing its purposes.

Subd. 3. Reimbursement. The local agency may reimburse any municipality or other agency of the
state for special expenses incurred in the provision of any services or for the use of any facilities required
by the local agency.
