
60A.956 OTHER LAW ENFORCEMENT AUTHORITY.​

Nothing in sections 60A.951 to 60A.956 preempts the authority of or relieves the duty of any other law​
enforcement agencies to investigate and prosecute alleged violations of law, prevents or prohibits a person​
from voluntarily disclosing any information concerning insurance fraud to any law enforcement agency​
other than the Commerce Fraud Bureau, or limits any of the powers granted elsewhere by the laws of this​
state to the commissioner of commerce to investigate alleged violations of law and to take appropriate action.​
