
136F.045 LABOR ORGANIZATION BOARD MEMBER SELECTION PROCESS.​

The Minnesota AFL-CIO shall recruit and screen qualified labor candidates to be recommended to the​
governor for appointment to the board. The organization must develop a process for selecting candidates,​
and a statement of selection criteria for board membership that is consistent with the requirements under​
section 136F.02, subdivision 1. The organization must recommend at least two and no more than four​
candidates to the governor every six years or sooner if vacancies in the labor seat occur. Recommendations​
must be made to the governor and to the chairs and ranking minority members of the legislative committees​
with primary jurisdiction over higher education policy and finance by April 15 of the year in which the​
governor makes appointments to the board. The governor is not bound by the recommendations.​
