
626.842 TERMS; MEETINGS; COMPENSATION; REMOVAL; VACANCIES.​

Subdivision 1. Board procedural matters. Meetings shall be called at the request of the chair or upon​
the written request of a majority of the members of the board.​

Membership on the board shall not constitute the holding of a public office, and members of the board​
shall not be required to take and file oaths of office or submit a public official's bond before serving on the​
board.​

No member of the board shall be disqualified from holding any public office or employment, by reason​
of appointment to the board, nor shall the member forfeit any such office or employment notwithstanding​
any general, special, or local restriction, or ordinance, or city charter to the contrary.​

Subd. 2. Terms, compensation, removal, filling of vacancies. The membership terms, compensation,​
removal of members and the filling of vacancies for members appointed pursuant to section 626.841, clauses​
(1), (2), (4), and (5) on the board; the provision of staff, administrative services and office space; the review​
and processing of complaints; the setting of fees; and other matters relating to board operations shall be as​
provided in chapter 214.​
