
116L.96 DISPLACED HOMEMAKER PROGRAMS.​

The commissioner of employment and economic development may enter into arrangements with existing​
private or nonprofit organizations and agencies with experience in dealing with displaced homemakers to​
provide counseling and training services. The commissioner shall assist displaced homemakers in applying​
for appropriate welfare programs and shall take welfare allowances received into account in setting the​
stipend level. Income received as a stipend under these programs shall be totally disregarded for purposes​
of determining eligibility for and the amount of a general assistance grant.​
