
137.63 BIOMEDICAL SCIENCE RESEARCH FACILITIES FUNDING PROGRAM.​

Subdivision 1. Program established. A biomedical science research facilities funding program is​
established to provide appropriations to the Board of Regents of the University of Minnesota for up to 75​
percent of the project costs for each of four projects approved by the Board of Regents under section 137.64.​

Subd. 2. Project requirements. The Board of Regents of the University of Minnesota, either acting on​
its own or in collaboration with another private or public entity, must pay at least 25 percent of the project​
costs for each of four projects. The board must not use tuition revenue to pay for the university's share of​
the costs for the projects approved under section 137.64.​
