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192.67 OFFENDERS; TRANSFER TO CIVIL AUTHORITIES.

When any felony is committed by any officer or enlisted member of the military forces while on duty
status other than active state duty, the officer or enlisted member shall be turned over by superior officers
to the proper civil authorities of the county or municipality in which the offense occurred for punishment
for such crime, but such trial and punishment by the civil authorities shall not preclude trial and additional
punishment or dismissal from the service by court-martial for any military offense resulting from the
commission of said crime.
