
204C.41 NEGLECT OF DUTY; OTHER OFFENSES BY ELECTION OFFICIALS; PENALTY.​

An election officer or other individual required by law to safely keep and produce ballots on election​
day or to perform any other act, who intentionally fails or refuses to perform the act required, or who is​
required by law to abstain from any act, and intentionally does the act, or who in either of these cases is​
guilty of fraud, corruption, partiality or misbehavior in conducting or aiding in the conduct of an election,​
or in counting or making returns of votes, or who wrongfully refuses to make or deliver a certificate of​
election, or who falsely or corruptly performs any required act, for which a punishment has not been otherwise​
expressly provided for by law, is guilty of a felony.​
