
116L.191 WORKFORCE CENTER; CREDENTIAL ASSISTANCE.​

(a) The commissioner shall provide at local workforce centers services that assist individuals in identifying​
and obtaining industry-recognized credentials for jobs, particularly jobs in high demand. The workforce​
centers must consult and cooperate with training institutions, particularly postsecondary institutions, to​
identify credential programs to individuals.​

(b) Each workforce center shall provide information under section 116J.4011, paragraph (b), clause (3),​
linked as a shortcut from the desktop of each workforce center computer and available in hard copy. Prominent​
signs should be posted in workforce centers directing individuals to where they can find a list of top job​
vacancies and related credential information.​
