
281.231 MAINTENANCE; EXPENDITURE OF PUBLIC FUNDS.​

If the county auditor provides notice as required by section 281.23, the state, agency, political subdivision,​
or other entity that becomes the fee owner or manager of a property as a result of forfeiture due to nonpayment​
of real property taxes is not required to expend public funds to maintain any servitude, agreement, easement,​
or other encumbrance affecting the property. The fee owner or manager of a property may, at its discretion,​
spend public funds necessary for the maintenance, security, or management of the property.​
