
358.69 PERFORMANCE OF NOTARIAL ACT ON ELECTRONIC RECORD.​

Subdivision 1. Selection of technology. (a) A notary public may select one or more tamper-evident​
technologies to perform notarial acts with respect to electronic records. A person may not require a notary​
public to perform a notarial act with respect to an electronic record with a technology that the notary public​
has not selected.​

(b) For purposes of this subdivision, "tamper-evident" means that any changes to an electronic document​
must display evidence of the change.​

Subd. 2. Notification. Before a notary public performs the notary public's initial notarial act with respect​
to an electronic record, a notary public shall satisfy the requirements of section 359.01, subdivision 5, and​
shall notify the commissioning officer or agency that the notary public will be performing notarial acts with​
respect to electronic records.​
