
525.391 PROPERTY FRAUDULENTLY CONVEYED.​

When the property available for the payment of debts is insufficient to pay the same in full, the​
representative may recover any property which the decedent may have disposed of with intent to defraud​
creditors, or by conveyance or transfer which for any reason is void as to them. Upon the application of any​
creditor and upon making the payment of or providing security for the expenses thereof as directed by the​
court, the representative shall prosecute all actions necessary to recover the property.​
