
609B.611 CRIME OF VIOLENCE; INELIGIBILITY TO POSSESS FIREARMS; RESTORATION​
OF CIVIL RIGHTS.​

(a) Under section 242.31, a person convicted of a crime of violence is not entitled to ship, transport,​
possess, or receive a firearm for the remainder of the person's lifetime, even after the person's civil rights​
have been restored, unless the exception under United States Code, title 18, section 925, or section 609.165,​
subdivision 1d, applies.​

(b) Under section 609.165, subdivision 1a, a person convicted of a crime of violence is not entitled to​
ship, transport, possess, or receive a firearm for the remainder of the person's lifetime, even after the person's​
civil rights have been restored.​
