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116.011 POLLUTION REPORT.

A goal of the Pollution Control Agency is to reduce the amount of pollution that is emitted in the state.
By April 1 of each even-numbered year, the Pollution Control Agency shall report the best estimate of the
agency of the total volume of water and air pollution that was emitted in the state in the previous two calendar
years for which data are available. The agency shall report its findings for both water and air pollution:

(1) in gross amounts, including the percentage increase or decrease over the previously reported two
calendar years; and

(2) in a manner which will demonstrate the magnitude of the various sources of water and air pollution.
