
151.101 INTERNSHIP.​

Upon payment of the fee specified in section 151.065, the board may register as an intern any natural​
persons who have satisfied the board that they are of good moral character, not physically or mentally unfit,​
and who have successfully completed the educational requirements for intern registration prescribed by the​
board. The board shall prescribe standards and requirements for interns, pharmacist-preceptors, and internship​
training but may not require more than one year of such training.​

The board in its discretion may accept internship experience obtained in another state provided the​
internship requirements in such other state are in the opinion of the board equivalent to those herein provided.​
