
306.95 DUTIES OF THE COUNTY AUDITOR.​

Subdivision 1. Notification. Any county auditor finding evidence of violations of this chapter when​
reviewing reports or bonds filed by any person, firm, partnership, association, or corporation operating a​
cemetery, mausoleum, or columbarium must notify the county attorney in a timely manner of such finding.​

Subd. 2. Annual letter. Every county auditor must file an annual letter by May 31 with the county​
attorney disclosing whether the county auditor has detected any indications of violations of this chapter in​
the reports or bonds which were filed or should have been filed. If the county auditor has not detected from​
the information supplied to the county auditor any such indications, that fact must be reported to the county​
attorney in the annual letter.​
