
3.756 MISDEMEANOR.​

A person who knowingly and willfully presents, or attempts to present, a false or fraudulent claim; or​
a state officer who knowingly and willfully participates, or assists, in the preparation or presentation of a​
false or fraudulent claim is guilty of a misdemeanor. A state officer convicted of such an offense also forfeits​
office.​
